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ARTICLE 1: NAME
The name of this club shall be Society of Brunswick Shaggers.

ARTICLE 2: PURPOSE

The purpose of the Club is to perpetuate and preserve the shag dance; to perpetuate and
preserve beach music and the atmosphere surrounding the dance; and to create and maintain an
environment conducive to the dance.

ARTICLE 3: MEMBERS
Section 1. All new memberships shall be printed in the club newsletter. Membership of newly
accepted members shall be effective upon payment of first year's dues.

Section 2. Club dues are due and payable by February 1% of each year. Membership shall be
automatically terminated for all members whose dues become more than 30 days in arrears.

Section 3. Club dues are set by the membership and can only be changed by the membership,
by a simple majority vote at a regular scheduled membership meeting. A notice of pending
change shall be in the club newsletter 30 days prior to the date the change is to be voted on.

Section 4. Proof of membership shall be required for admission fee and voting at meetings.

ARTICLE 4: OFFICERS
Section 1. The officers of the Club shall be:
President
Vice President
Secretary
Treasurer

Section 2. The Executive Committee shall be made up of the Club’s officers for that year and the
Standing Committee Chairpersons. The immediate Past President will act in an advisory capacity
to the Executive Committee and vote only to break a tie.

Section 3. The Executive Committee will generally supervise the affairs of the Club and make
decisions for the Club membership between regular scheduled meetings subject to the rules of
the Club and none of its acts shall conflict with action taken by the Club.

Section 4. Standing committee chairpersons may vote on all motions brought before the
executive committee.

Section 5. The parliamentary authority for the Club shall be Robert's Rules of Order.

Section 6. The duties of the Club officers are:

A. President
1. To open meetings at the prescribed time and place
2. To conduct all business before the Club.
3. To restrain the members when engaged in a debate within the rules of order.
4. To act as spokesperson for the Club.
6. To appoint the Nominating Committee for the yearly election of the Club Officers

subject to the approval of the Club’s Executive Committee. In addition to those
names proposed by the Nominating Committee, nominations may be received
from the floor.
7. To serve as ex-officio member on all committees, except the Nomination Committee.
8. To prepare an agenda for each Executive Committee meeting.
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B. Vice President

1. To assume the duties of the President in his/her absence.

2. To act as Club Parliamentarian.

3. To assume responsibility for the formation and organization of the standing
committees except for the Nominating Committee.

4. To assure these committees are active and functioning according to the bylaws
of the Club.

5. To serve as ex-officio member of these committees.

C. Secretary
1. To keep the minutes of all Club and Executive Committee meetings.
2. To provide meeting minutes from the previous meetings, and request approval as
submitted.
To preside over all meetings in the absence of the President and Vice President.
To conduct all Club correspondence as directed.
To coordinate and publicize Club events through the media.
To maintain a list of all club officers, committee members, and general membership.
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D. Treasurer

To receive and bank all monies due the Club.
To keep bookkeeping records of all Club funds.
To dispense all money as the Club may direct.
To give monthly financial reports.

To keep a record of all dues paid by members.
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Section 7. Terms of Office
The elected officer shall be elected in the following manner:

i Nominations shall be made at the scheduled meeting in October of each year.

2. Officers shall be elected by ballot at the scheduled meeting in December of each
year.

3. Officers shall assume their duties on January 1 following election to office to
serve for a one-year term.

4. The term of office shall run from January 1 thru December 31 of a given year.

5. Any officer may be removed from office by majority vote of the Executive
Committee.

Section 8. No member shall hold more than one office at a time and no member shall be eligible
to serve more than two consecutive terms in the same office.

ARTICLE 5. EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETINGS

Section 1. Executive Committee meetings shall be held monthly prior to the regular meetings of
the Club at a time and place convenient to the Committee. All club members shall have the right
to attend all Executive Committee meetings and enter into discussion but do not have a vote on
motions made at the executive committee meeting.

ARTICLE 6: PARTIES

Section 1. The regular Club parties will be held as determined by the Executive Committee. The
date, time, and place of the parties will be announced in the Club’s newsletter prior to each party,
and/or by the President at any regular scheduled meeting for the rest of the year. There shall be
no less than six parties per year (dances, meetings, parties).

Section 2. The President shall preside over the meetings.
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ARTICLE 7: STANDING COMMITTEES
Section 1. The Committee Coordinator along with the Vice President shall perform the following
duties:

1. Plan and coordinate special events such as fund raisers, and community
services activities.

2. Contact standing committee leaders regarding upcoming activities and
coordinate how the standing and ad hoc committees will relate to specific tasks.

3. Become an ex-officio member of all committees.

Section 2. Publicity Committee — Duties are:

4 To coordinate Club news with the newsletter and Club website.

2. To publish Club newsletter at least six time per year.

3. To maintain an e-mail list of current members and others interested in
participating in Club activities.

4. To use e-mail to make Club news available to all who provide an e-mail address.

Section 3. Membership Committee — Duties are:

1. To actively seek and recruit new members and to review all membership
applications and report them to the regular membership.

2. To produce and disseminate membership cards as directed.

3. Keep a record of member attendance at meetings and parties.

4. Maintain a list of general members and distribute to elected officers and

committee chairpersons.

ARTICLE 8: CHARITY EFFORTS
Section 1. From time to time the Club shall sponsor charity projects. Those efforts may include
fund raising activities or direct contributions to causes deemed to be worthy.

Section 2. Activities undertaken with the target of raising funds for a specific purpose shall assign
all profits from that activity to that target. When funds beyond those raised by the activity are
assigned, those funds shall be governed by Section 3 below.

Section 3. The Executive Committee shall be empowered to make charitable donations on behalf
of the Club. The Executive Committee may vote via e-mail or telephone when a scheduled
meeting is not imminent.

Section 4. Criteria shall be established to determine the worthiness of requests for charitable
donations. Those criteria shall include but not be limited to:

1. The entity being supported is a recognized charitable organization

2. The activity will bring positive recognition to the Club.

ARTICLE 9: CHECK SIGNING AUTHORITY
Section 1. The President, Vice President, and Treasurer shall be the officers authorized to sign
checks for the Club.

Section 2. The Treasurer is authorized to sign and issue checks in an amount less than $299.00
without a second signature. Any check of $300.00 or more requires the signature of two officers
authorized to sign checks.

Section 3. All expenditures over $300.00 must be pre-approved by the Executive Committee.

Section 4. Contracts can only be authorized by majority vote by the Executive Committee and
said Committee will grant signing authority to any Officer of the Club
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ARTICLE 10: QUORUM
A Quorum shall be considered to be 20 percent (20%) of the members of the Club.

ARTICLE 11: AMENDMENT TO BYLAWS

The Bylaws of the Club may be amended at any scheduled meeting of the Club by two-thirds
(2/3) vote of the members present, provided that the amendment has been submitted in writing at
the previous scheduled meeting, and notice of the vote is published in the Club newsletter prior to
the meeting in which the vote is to be taken.
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
